Think about
what objectives you want to achieve, how many students and teachers will take part in
the mobilities, and what kind of activities best fit your institution’s educational goals
(language learning, work placements, job-shadowing, training courses, or cooperation
projects).

Our team can help you from the very beginning — analysing your needs, setting realistic
goals, and selecting the most suitable type of mobility or partnership (Schools, VET,
Adult Education, or KA2 projects).

Step 2 - Schedule, prepare, and carry out your mobility

If your organisation already holds an approved project or active accreditation, the next
step is to plan your mobilities.
